Instructional*, items over $200 each, with a life expectancy over 2
years,. These items must be inventoried upon delivery to the
District. And they can be repaired.

Basic Skills

Basic Skills

All funding must be intended to improve outcomes of students who
enter college needing at least one couse in ESL or basic skills.
Jusification will be required. Examples, software and licenses for
assessment, counselor, tutors, coordinator, instructional materials,
textbooks, professional development.
