Overview
The group reviewed feedback from ACCJC on our follow-up report which stated that we not longer have any outstanding recommendations but will need to discuss our progress on reviewing our mission in our mid-term report. 
Murphy shared a draft response to the proposed changes to the ACCJC Standards pertaining to the mission statement. The response will be shared with College Council for approval. 

Kaufman shared the proposed revised language to the ICC: Global, cultural, social and environmental awareness. The group working in assessing the ICC proposed that it be changed to Civic Capacity for Equity and Social Justice. The group asked Kaufman to go back to the working group and ask if it can be changed to Civic Capacity for Equity, Social Justice and Environmental Sustainability.  

The group reviewed mission statements of other colleges to determine how they clearly identify their intended student population. The group discussed potential changes to “students of every background”. 

The group also discussed how the newly revised values can be worked into the mission statement. They thought that starting with; Building upon our values… would be a nice introduction. They also felt that the ICCs should be collapsed into the mission so they are one item together. 

Newell suggested that she bring a draft of the mission with the suggested changes back to the group at the next meeting.
