DESCRIPTION: Conic sections, parametric equations, systems of equations and inequalities, vectors,
lines and planes, sequences and series, polar coordinates, mathematical induction and the binomial
theorem.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES  Analyze, investigate, and evaluate linear systems, vectors,
and matrices related to two or three-dimensional geometric objects. Graph and analyze regions, curves
represented by inequalities or trigonometric, polar, and parametric equations, including conic sections.
Analyze, develop, and evaluate formulas for sequences and series; justify these formulas by
mathematical induction.

TIME COMMITMENT  According to the college catalogue, page 34 under Units, “Students should
expect two hours of outside preparation for each one hour spent in class.” Since the class meets 4+
hours a week, it is expected a minimum of 9 to 10 hours a week should be spent on this class. Mastery of
the material should determine by how much time you spend, not the clock.
