Course: Pre-Algebra; Math 210.MP1

Course Description: The goal of this class is to think logically like a
mathematician by organizing information, looking for patterns, and making
decisions. You will master basic skills and solve problems dealing with the
real number system, basic algebraic equations, linear equations, graphs, and
the concept of a function.

Student Learning Outcomes:

(1) Demonstrate and apply a systematic and logical approach to solving
arithmetic and geometric problems.

(2) Demonstrate and apply the knowledge and skills required to select
the correct introductory formulas, procedures, and concepts from
algebra and geometry and use them to solve problems.

Required Materials: Textbook, worksheet packet, scientific calculator,
pencil, eraser, stapler, and ruler. Bring these items to class daily.

Text: Prealgebra Textbook, 2nd edition, by College of the Redwoods. The
text is available at the campus bookstore. You can also download it for free
at http://mathrev.redwoods.edu/PreAlgText/Prealgebra.pdf.

Worksheet Packet: The De Anza bookstore sells a worksheet packet for
our course which consists of daily in class worksheets that we will need this
quarter.

Attendance and Tardy Policy: Attendance will be taken every day.
You may be dropped from the class if you miss any classes during the first 2
weeks and you may be dropped from the MPS program if you are absent 5
or more times during the quarter. Any student who is more than 5 minutes
late will be marked as tardy, a tardy counts as half an absence.

Other than
that, no late homework will be accepted for any reason. At the end of the
quarter, your lowest homework score will be dropped.

Quizzes: We will have 5 quizzes during the quarter that will be based on
problems from worksheets and homework. Each quiz is worth 20 points. No
make-ups will be allowed. At the end of the quarter your lowest quiz score
will be dropped. If you know that you will be absent, see me about taking
the quiz earlier than scheduled.

Activities: We will have daily in class worksheets throughout the quarter
which will count towards your activity score. These assignments will be
turned in by the end of the class session. No make-ups will be allowed, so
it is important that you come to class regularly.
