I shall cover Appendix A.1 to A.6 sections, chapters 1 to 3, partly chapter 10 of the book. Topics are Functions and
Graphs, Polynomial and Rational Functions, Exponential and Logarithmic Functions, and conic sections. It is an
intensive course, requiring ten to fifteen hours of study time outside the class. We are going to use T1-83 plus graphing
calculator intensively.
