There is a direct correlation between
your level of comfort with the homework problems and your success in this class. | will
collect and grade the homework for the sections covered in each test on the day of that
test. All homework are due before the test begins. Absolutely no late homework will be
accepted. You must keep a copy of all turned in work for you own review. Assume you will
not get any of your homework you turn in back.

A student who discontinues coming to class and does not drop the course will get an F.
It is the student's responsibility to drop the course. Attendance is mandatory, and
counts as 5% of your total grade. Every absence, tardiness, early departure for any
reason, or in class distractions (such as cell phones or computers) could result in a loss of
1%.
