Attendance: Within the first 2 weeks of the quarter you must not miss a class meeting or be 

late more than twice. 10 minutes. late is considered absent. If you can not make it to class for 
some extraordinary reason, have an accident or have an unexpected event such as traffic, then 
call or email before class begins.

Exams: There are 4 exams in additional to the final. Each exam is worth 75 points. See the 

calendar using the link above for tentative exam dates. There are no makeup exams. However, 
your lowest exam score can be replaced by your percent on the final if it is better than that exams 
percent. 

Quizzes:There will be several short quizzes given at the beginning of class meetings usually 

once a week in weeks with no exams scheduled. Each quiz is worth 40 points. Quizzes are based 
on homework. Some quizzes will be taken in groups so it is a good idea to work with your 
colleagues early on to form a strong group. There are no makeup quizzes. 

Homework: 

More than half of your homework will be done online software homework system called 
BVTlab. The cost is under 50$. To use BVTlab you may need a course code which the instructor 
which the instructor will give to you..  You may purchase the access code from the De Anza 
bookstore or the website: at bvtlab.com. This quarter you will get a 10% discount if you purchase 
it on this site. To purchase on the website you will need a credit card or debit card. 

You may purchase an access code at the De Anza bookstore either bundled with the textbook or 
alone.  NOTE: your BVTlab account will contain the ebook. 

If you do not have the funds yet to pay for the access code BVTlab allows you to work for free for 
10 days. After the 10 days you must purchase the access code to continue your work.  No work 
will be lost. You must create an account on BVTlab by Wed. of the first week of class. 

Some homework assignments will be assigned directly from the textbook(ebook) or given within 
the lecture.  If turned in (this will be announced in class), homework must be stapled and neatly 
done to receive any credit.  If you miss a class meeting it is your responsibility to get homework 
assignments from another student. Do NOT ask the instructor. No late homework will be accepted. 



NOTE:  Do not ask for an extension for OnLine homework.  No extensions will be given. Your two 
lowest assignment scores will be dropped. 

Online Video Projects: There will be 3-5 short projects. Projects will be worth at least 

********* points.  The points will depend on how many we do.  Projects turned in late will lose 20 
percent/day. 

In-Class Work: Most everyday you will work in a group and turn in group work which will be 

graded and most often handed back the next day. This work is either based on the previous nights 
homework OR that day's lecture. No late work is accepted. This work counts in the calculation of 
your grade.
