2. Identify, evaluate, interpret, describe data distributions through study of sampling distributions and 

probability theory. 

3. Collect data, interpret, compose and defend conjectures, and communicate the results of random data using 

statistical analyses such as interval and point estimates, hypothesis tests, and regression analysis.

Answers only 

will not be accepted.  Most of the homework assignments will cover several sections of the textbook. Work on 

the homework a little bit each day. Ask questions in class and during the office hours. Do not wait until the day 

before an assignment is due to start work on it. Extra 10% credit for clear and correct homework. 

 

Quizzes: There will be several short quizzes during the semester. These quizzes may be announced or they may 

be surprise quizzes. There will be no makeup quizzes. Missing a quiz will result in a score of zero. There will 

also be take-home quizzes. You cannot get or give assistance  on the take-home quizzes. 



 

Exams: There will be two in class exams. Both exams will be closed book/closed notes. You will be allowed to 

bring a calculator and one page of cheat sheet (8.5" x 11", handwritten in your handwriting, both sides) to both 

exams. No make up exams.
