The textbook, a graphing calculator (T1-83 or 84 is preferred if you are
buying a new calculator. If you already have a TI-82, 85, or 86, you can
use that.)

Mathematics 49B or 43 (with a grade of C or better), or appropriate score
on Calculus Placement Test within the past calendar year.

Advisory: English Writing 211 and Reading 211 (or Language Arts 211),
or English as a Second Language 272 and 273.

This class will consist of lectures and in-class discussion. There will also
be boardwork and in-class group assignments which you are expected to
participate in.

In the course schedule I have included a list of suggested homework
problems from each sections. You are responsible to do at least all of the
suggested problems. You are responsible to know how to do ALL of the
problems. There is a direct correlation between your level of comfort with
the homework problems and your success in this class. The homework for
each set of sections covered in a test is collected and graded during each
test. Random take-home assignments may be collected and graded during
the quarter. In that case, you must keep a copy of all turned in work for
you own review. Assume you will not get any of your homework you turn
in back.

A student who discontinues coming to class and does not drop the
course will get an F. It is the student's responsibility to drop the
course.

You are expected to participate in class discussions and stay focused
during the lecture. Your participation counts as 5% of your total grade.
Every activity to result in not participating in class discussion such as
absence, tardiness, early departure for any reason, or in class distractions
(such as cellphones or computers) could results in a loss of 1% per day. If
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a student misses three classes, he or she may be dropped. However the the
ultimate responsibility of dropping the course lies with the student.
