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SYLLABUS 
 

Scope:  This course is designed to expose you to a wide range of Modern art including painting, 
sculpture, and architecture.  We will explore the exciting, cutting-edge developments of art from 
the Post-Impressionist era to close to the present day, from a largely Western perspective.  
Included in this chronological survey of modern art, we will also investigate and assess the role 
art plays in contemporary cultures and societies. By the end of this quarter you will be able to 
identify various artistic periods and styles, demonstrate critical analysis of artworks, and make 
use of artistic academic vocabulary. 
 
Arts 2D Student Learning Outcomes:  
-Students will analyze the social experiences of artists, demonstrating how artists’ relationships 
with their patrons was a defining factor in the production of works of art. 
-Students will demonstrate visual literacy and critical thinking skills by evaluating diverse 
scholarly perspectives when interpreting works of art. 
-Students will investigate different techniques utilized in the production of works of art through 
written analysis based on firsthand evaluation of art objects in local collections. 
 
Reading: We will be reading Lives of the Artists by Giorgio Vasari as well as several articles. 
 
Paper:  The paper assignment will require a deep focus on an artwork we have seen in 

Florence or Rome. Further details will be discussed in class. Please note that I will not 
accept papers that have been written with any percentage of AI. I am much more 
interested in your ideas and your thoughts than in computer-generated words.

Readings 
work together with the material we cover in class. Completing the reading assignments will help 
you to contribute to class discussions.
