Practice in listening to basic forms of conversational English and speaking with
comprehensible pronunciation. Development of basic reading comprehension and vocabulary.
Practice in writing simple and basic compound sentences, short narratives, explanations, and
descriptions.

D. Write a group of topic-related sentences using high-beginning grammar, vocabulary,
spelling and mechanics.

E. Demonstrate high-beginning sentence structure and grammar.

F. Develop vocabulary with emphasis on high-frequency words.

G. Develop cultural competency by analyzing cross-cultural customs and attitudes,
especially in contrast with the students' native customs and attitudes.
